On-Site Check-In 
The JANNAF Check-In and Security Desks will be located on the 2nd floor of the hotel. You must present 
a Government-issued photo ID to receive your badge and materials. If you are missing one or both of 
the required registration steps, be sure these are complete prior to arriving at the JANNAF Check-In desk; 
your first stop will be the Registration Verification station so we can confirm your registration is complete 
before giving you your badge and materials (allow extra time). 
 
The JANNAF Check-in desk will be open the following days and times:   

• Monday from 10:00am - 5:00pm CDT 
• Tuesday through Thursday from 7:00am - 5:00pm CDT

The overall classification of this meeting is UNCLASSIFIED. There will be security guards stationed 
strategically to ensure that only qualified JANNAF attendees enter our security perimeter.  Please be 
sure to wear your JANNAF badge at all times while attending JANNAF sessions, meetings, and events, 
including the Networking Hour on Wednesday.
